Contact the international office (or your usual
contact) in the first instance to see if they can
help you.

This service is intended for people who don’t
have any other options available to them. It

operates seven days a week from 7am to 7pm.

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If you are in urgent need of food or other
essentials, you can get a free food parcel from
a foodbank in your region on the New Zealand
Foodbanks website. We suggest you have your
student ID with you when you call.
